If Kermit only knew what that saying would mean today.
Recycling does take an effort. It also saves space in our
landfills; it keeps our streets cleaner it also saves
consumers and taxpayers money.





To those of you who have been keeping your streets clean,
then a BIG THANK YOU!

Recycling one ton of cardboard saves over nine cubic yards of
landfill space.

Recycling aluminum saves 95% energy vs. virgin aluminum
Recycling aluminum reduces pollution by 95%

Recycled glass saves 50% energy

Recycled glass generates 20% less air pollution and 50% water
pollution

Glass can be used an infinite number of times

If we recycled every plastic bottle we used we would keep 2
billion tons of plastic out of landfills

Over a ton of resources is saved for every ton of glass recycled
Using 50% recycled glass cuts the waste by 75%

Recycling one glass bottle saves enough energy to light a 100-
watt bulb for four hours.

Nothing is more important to us than the health and well-being of the students we
serve. And whether they’re 5 or 18 years old, they all need to eat good food if
they’re going to be effective learners. The Sullivan West Food Service provides
tasty and nutritious breakfasts and lunches to students in both of our schools every
day, and hundreds of our kids take advantage of this service. We need to work
together to ensure that all 1300 of our students eat good breakfasts and lunches
every day — this is the “fuel” that learners need for their “engines.”

Parents can apply for free or reduced-price breakfasts and lunches for their children
anytime during the year except in September. We’re living through a harsh
economic recession now and family incomes can change greatly from month to
month. If your family, like many others, is suffering during these tough times, and
you feel that your situation might qualify your school children for free or reduced-
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price meals, please contact Dawn Priebe at (845) 482-4610 ext. 3001 to request an
application or to seek answers to questions you might have. (If you’d rather speak

to your child’s principal, teacher or guidance counselor, they can help you too.) You
can also access the application by going to the Sullivan West web site www.swcsd.

org. By following the links to Services and then to School Food Services, you'll be

able to access and print out the necessary application paper work. If you need help
filling out the application Dawn Priebe will be happy to help.

We can'’t allow our children to go hungry. If your family needs help, the Free or
Reduced-Price lunch program is here to help. There is no stigma attached to this.
Children receiving this service simply punch in their computer number at the cash
register just like kids who are paying full price. No cash is exchanged. So if you're
struggling to provide nutritious and filling meals for your school children, please let
us help.

At the entrance of the State park is a small fish hatchery open to
the public, bring your bikes or roller blades to use on the newly paved
path around the lake, rent paddle boats or row boats. Picnic area,
showers and bathrooms available.

Stone Arch Bridge - located at Routes 52 & 52A between
Jeffersonville and Callicoon. Stream, pathways and a new
playground, picnic tables. Trees are labeled for identification. Quiz
yourself for fun!
